If you want 

additional items please complete the order form attached and return it to us with your payment and we will order 

them for you.  We may consider asking Clive Mark to stock items in the future however they will be more expensive 

than buying items directly from school. 

HOW MUCH DOES UNIFORM COST? 

Items containing the school logo can only be bought from us.  Children do not have to have branded items however 

we would encourage you to buy branded items if you can as it instils a sense of pride in the school and a sense of 

belonging.  Prices are very competitive considering the quality and the fact that the logo is embroidered not printed.

What uniform can my child wear at Thornton? 

 Grey trousers, pinafores or skirts (shorts in summer if preferred);  

 Navy/white leggings; 

 Blue and white gingham dress for girls in warmer weather (light or dark blue); 

 White shirt – polo or formal (white formal shirt please in Year 6 with a tie);  

 Navy blue sweatshirt or cardigan (knitted V-neck jumper or cardigan in Year 6). 

 Black shoes (NOT trainers) or sandals (with full back strap).  Boots in winter provided they are not 

too warm when we recommend bringing a spare pair of shoes.  Shoes with heels are NOT allowed. 

 For P.E.  white t-shirt, navy/black shorts/cycle short/leggings and a warm sweatshirt/tracksuit for 

colder months.  Pumps or non-marking trainers.
