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Year 3

Our topic for science this half term is rocks and
soil. As part of our learning, the children took
part in a fun exploration around the school
grounds to find different types of rocks and soils
and discover how they are used. They noticed
that brickwork is used in the school walls
because it is strong, durable, and keeps water
out.

Concrete is used on the playground and under
the school because it is very strong and long-
lasting. In the planters, they found stones that
help with drainage by allowing water to flow
through the soil.

Year 3 also learned that
graphite is used in
pencils, slate is used on
the roof to help rainwater
run off, and chalk is used %
at playtime because it is
soft enough to draw with.
